Writing in The Stinging Fly, critic Caitlin Nic
fomhair described Mis as ‘full blooded, compelling
and even strangely alluring’ in its exploration
of the ‘big four: madness, violence, sex and
humour’. Tonight, Biddy will read Mis to a live
musical backdrop created by composer and
guitarist Enda Reilly and screen projections by
Margaret Lonergan.
